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Port Marlborough New Zealand operates port and marina facilities at the
top of the South Island.

The company plays a key role in Marlborough’s economy, facilitating the
growth of some of the region’s most significant and emerging industries,
including tourism, agriculture, marine farming, viticulture and forestry.

Strategically located at the junction of New Zealand’s major North/South
road and rail routes with the coast, the port provides the South Island terminal
for inter-island passenger and freight ferries at Picton. In Shakespeare Bay,
adjacent to Picton harbour, we operate New Zealand’s deepest export berth
(Waimahara Wharf). With three marinas comprising in excess of 1,170 berths
and more than 560 additional vessels in boat sheds and storage compounds,
we are the second largest marina operator in New Zealand.

Our operations span several different sites, and in each location the company
has substantial property-holdings that offer development potential both in
support of traditional port and marina activity and in new ventures.
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
